I take pleasure in presenting the 

Annual Report of the Academic year 2012-13.  First of all I want to thank our 

Chief Guest for consenting to deliver the College Day Address and distribute 

prizes.  Thiru A. Kathir Kamanathan is a leading business man who runs a 

boutique securities market solutions firm. Recently he has assumed charge as 

Chairman of Confederation of Indian Industry, Madurai Region.  His keen 

interest in empowering students in technical & soft skills is a measure of his 

practice of corporate social responsibility.  Therefore it is befitting to have him 

as the Chief Guest for our College Day so that his vision and wisdom could be 

shared with our students.

Let me now present the activities and achievements of the self financing 

wing of the college during 2012-13. 
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Administration: 

Total student strength is 2291 of which 1775 are boys and 516 are girls.  

There are 11 UG courses and 4 PG and 2 M.Phil courses.  Total teaching staff is 

94 of which 23 are men and 71 are women. 7 teachers hold Ph.D., Degrees and 

11 teachers hold SET/NET qualification.  Total no. of  non teaching staff is 19 of 

which 6 are men and 13 are women. 

 295 SC/ST students received Tamilnadu Government scholarship to the 

tune of Rs.10,65,090/- 85 students received Tamilnadu Government Farmers 

Welfare Grant. 1 visually challenged student received Tamilnadu Government 

scholarship. 1284 laptops have been distributed to II and III year U.G. students. 

 The Management was kind enough to give monthly incentive of Rs.1500 

to SET/NET qualified teachers.  The Management was also kind enough to host 

the non-teaching staff and their children tour to Bangalore and Mysore. 

 Orientation to I year U.G. students was held on 28th July. Former N.S.S.

Aided) oriented the students on 

character building and curriculum learning respectively.

13.10.2013; Even Semester- 16.02.2013. The parent-teacher meetings were 

mutually beneficial and very helpful to the parents in knowing about their 

children’s progress.

English batch has also done well and I am hopeful of impressive results from 

this class.
